And the platform changes so frequently that
the book is out of date by the time it hits the street. (That’s true with any tech book, but | think

Salesforce’s quarterly releases magnify the issue.)

Technology books should be instructive. While this book provides a great deal of instruction it has
some big shortcomings . Readers will have a tough time following along because it does little to

guide them on where items are. | found the SalesForce YouTube videos a lot more helpful.

Must read for someone wanting to become a Force.com developer. It gave me a solid foundation

and allowed me to tackle the documentation provided by Salesforce.
