It is difficult for them to enjoy their Hanukkah feast when they know that their neighbors
won’t be able to celebrate their holiday. Then Grampa has an inspiration: they will cut down trees,
decorate them, and secretly deliver them to the neighbors, "But what can we decorate them with?"
Babushka asks. Although it is a sacrifice, Trisha realizes that Grampa’s carved animals are the
perfect answer. Soon her living room is filled with trees -- but that is only the first miracle of many
during an incredible holiday season. Based on a long cherished childhood memory, this story

celebrates the miracle of true friendship.

The story
tells of a winter on the farm when most of the rest of the families in the village have come down with
Scarlet Fever. As Trisha and her family prepare for the upcoming Hanukkah celebration, they
realize that the other families will not be well enough to celebrate Christmas. Trisha’s family decides
that they will take a special holiday dinner and decorations made from their Hanukkah presents to
the other families homes to surprise them. The example of unselfish giving is one every child should
be exposed to.l have read this book to my first grade class each year for the last three years.
