presentation swords along with the presentee’s Civil War records. A fantastic chapter on the Civil
War activities of Gen. George Armstrong Custer includes more than 30 never-before-published
photos of Custer’s presentation sword, dress uniform and personal equipment captured by
Confederate cavalry at the Battle of Trevilian Station. The appendix provides additional little-known
details on the fate of Custer’s personal effects. This book is an essential reference for all collectors,

historians, researchers and students.

The blurb on the back cover says this book is "....an essential reference for all collectors,
researchers, historians and students". This is absolutely NOT the case! We all know publishers
employ people with absolutely no knowledge of the subject to write these comments. | suspect the
author may be embarrassed by those comments!The book is a basic guide at best and as other
reviewers have commented it contains mainly info on identified presentation swords but little in the
way of any actual info on swords themselves. For example there is only one page (p. 163) devoted
to Union Light Artillery Swords and that only comprises two photos of Ames swords with brief
captions. There is no text and no mention of other manufacturers, production dates, no mention of
the two basic models, etc etc.Having said that the book is worth buying but don’t expect it to provide

much in the way of details or even general information on the various types of swords.

This book is filled with B&W photos and illustrations of swords and sabers, interspersed throughout
the historical and descriptive narrative. There is no index but it is enjoyable searching for swords
and seeing the photos alongside the descriptions of the various swords and sabers in use at that

time.
