When I read through this, this was no exception.You see, thereâ€™s a

many resources that shows an animator what to draw, how to draw it, and the principles that bring it

to life. This is not that kind of resource. This is a book for the up and coming Walt Disneys. This is

the whole scope of the craft, as it is presently running. Not to mention, it does bring up fantastic

points for motion graphic artists, which Iâ€™ve noticed there isnâ€™t much beyond the standard

youtube tutorials that explain HOW to do something, not why.Yes, this is a book about WHY

animators do the things they do in an animated feature/series. That, is a rare find in a resource

nowadays.This is a book that teaches you to think, not just follow instructions. It goes over color

theory, the reason for storyboards, the goal setting that an animator needs to be drivenâ€¦ really,

itâ€™s a book with direction for young animators, and direction is something sorely needed for

students these days.

Walks you through how to make an animated project from the beginning. Easy to follow, and the

assignments are useful and easy enough to accomplish. Highly recommend for anyone who wants

to get into animation and really learn the process.

Animated Storytelling is very direct and logically laid out in terms of design process, which I really

appreciate as an instructor and I think students will appreciate even more. What I think is most

helpful is that it was written by a designer of practice, which is often overlooked in technique books.

Too often, such books assemble a series of techniques, but they donâ€™t take into account the

cumulative stages that a designer (and student) goes through as they work towards the completion

of a project. This book does a very good job of aligning the information with the steps of producing a

motion piece.
